Students will be able to present ideas at discourse level and to do short presentation, speeches and discussion on some cultural issues
Chinese Reading

Oral Skills
An advanced course designed to improve students’ presentation and negotiation ability. Topics for discussion include social issues in Hong Kong, environmental issues, Chinese custom and religion etc.
Listening Comprehension Skills
An advanced course focused on building up students’ listening ability in advanced context and presenting students with multi-media authentic materials. Topics for discussion include social issues in Hong Kong, environmental issues, Chinese custom and religion etc.
Professional Topics & Discussions
An advanced course designed to further improve students’ fluency in professional communication settings through language activities, role playing and discussion practice. Topics for discussion include various local & international news and issues related to our society, such as education system, economy and immigration.
Newspaper Reading
An advanced course designed to improve students' language ability through the reading anddiscussion of selections from newspapers in standard written Chinese. Topics include international relations, political news, crime, economic news, accidents, etc.
