Chinese Writing Courses
Chinese writing for Beginners

Duration: 30 Hours

Objectives & Requirement:: It is designed for students who are eager to learn written Chinese with basic Chinese knowledge. Students will be exposed to a wide range of characters based on approximately 600 vocabulary items with related patterns and expressions. 

Expectations: After the 30 hours introduction lesson, student are expected to recognize 10 types of Chinese radicals, 300 Chinese characters, be able to read short stories and write simple sentences. 
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Teaching Material: 
What's in a Chinese character, two-to-a-page style that introduces over 360 characters in cartoons, pinyin, common words using the characters and explanatory text. Good for students to help remember the images in basic, high-frequency characters, or for anyone seeking an introduction to written Chinese.

Chinese writing for Intermediate learners

Duration: 80 Hours

Objectives & Requirement:: It is designed for students who have completed Elementary written course or with equivalent competence in Chinese writing, emphasizing reading skills and writing comprehension, with more exposure to grammar points. Students will be exposed to more terms and expressions in Chinese characters based on approximately 1000 additional vocabulary items and related patterns and expressions. Students will be trained to have language proficiency at sentence level. 

Expectation: Students are expected to know around 1500 intermediate level Chinese Characters in the 60 hours lessons which provide materials to help student to smooth their reading and writing skills. They shouldn’t have any problem when reading intermediate level Chinese stories and letters.

Chinese writing for Advanced learners

Duration: 60 Hours

Objectives & Requirement:: It is designed for students who have completed Intermediate written course or with equivalent competence in Chinese writing. Students will be exposed to a wide range of expressions based on approximately 3000 additional vocabulary items with related patterns and expressions. 
Expectations: After the 60 hours drill lesson, student will master Chinese reading and writing skills! They are expected to read and write fluently, accurately, and native likely.

Reading Skills
An advanced course designed to improve students’ reading skills through large quantities of material or long texts for global or general understanding, with the intention of obtaining pleasure from the text. Topic will be chosen the materials in your interests. Extensive reading is aimed at increasing your exposure to Chinese, consolidating previously learned and raising your reading speed. 

An advanced course designed to improve students' language ability through the reading and discussion of selections from newspapers in standard written Chinese. Topics include international relations, political news, crime, economic news, accidents, etc.
